Vue du Pont Guided Wine tours

Love wine? Like to know more? Want to visit some local wine producers? Are you a beginner who would love to visit some of the local vineyards offering tastings, but unsure where to start? Or a more experienced wine connoisseur who would like to develop your understanding of local wines? If so, take a Personalised Wine Tour in the company of an experienced and knowledgeable English speaking guide. Vue du Pont is in the heart of a wine growing region and offers the ideal opportunity to  discover some of the high quality local wines. Or try the world-renowned rosé wines from the Tavel region which is just a short drive away. 
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Your guide is Gill Meredith. Her interest in the wines of France, specifically Bordeaux, led her to be invited in 1987 to join the “Commanderie de Bordeaux” in the south west of Britain. This international wine association, for both amateurs and professionals, has 70 participating commanderies in 19 countries. In this role, she participated in visits to France hosted by the Grand Conseil du Vin De Bordeaux.  She moved to France in 2003 and is currently a member of a wine-tasting group in the Gard. Although Gill is keen to stress that she is not a wine professional, her passion makes her an ideal hostess to experience a variety of the many wines available within the immediate area of St Hilaire d‘Ozilhan.

You will be picked up from the Gite and transported around some local vineyards, or further afield on the longer trips. Gill can explain the local ‘terroir’ and cultivation methods, and translate if required, as the growers explain their offerings. We have no commercial tie-ins with any producers, so she is free to take you wherever best suits your preferences. 

Rest assured, these are not Spanish style pub crawls, but an opportunity to sample, discuss and learn about local wines in the company of a knowledgeable guide. There is no obligation to purchase, but this is the livelihood of the local wine growers (in some cases our neighbours and friends), so we encourage you to consider buying a bottle of those you like. All producers have wines starting at around four or five Euros so it need not break your holiday budget. Buy early in your holiday and you can enjoy them through the rest of your stay.

Tours can be tailored to meet your needs, but we suggest:

· An introductory two hour tour taking you to some local producers. Price €30 per person, minimum 2 people. Excellent if you have never visited a ‘cave’ before.

· A three hour intermediate tour offering the opportunity to spend more time with local producers sampling and discussing the wines. Price €40 per person, minimum 2 persons. Perfect for those wanting to develop their knowledge and understanding.

· A six hour tour with lunch (not included in the price) where you can benefit from Gill’s knowledge and experience and enjoy visits further afield. Price €75 per person, minimum 2 persons. Ideal for those who want a relaxing day out with lunch, as well as wine tasting and discussion. 

All visits include transport, so you need have no worries about driving, and all wineries have spittoons so you can enjoy a few in each outlet.
